3946 Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane and said to the
disciples, “Stay here and pray.” Jesus took along Peter, James and John and
started to feel grief and anguish. Then he said to them, “My soul is deeply
grieved, to the point of death. Please, stay here, and stay awake with me.”

Jesus went on a little further and fell prostrate in prayer: “Abba, if it is
possible, let this cup pass me by. But not what | want — what you want.”

When Jesus returned to the disciples, he found them asleep. He said to
Peter, “Couldn’t you stay awake with me for even an hour? Be on guard, and
pray that you may not undergo trial. The spirit is willing, but the body is weak.”

Withdrawing a second time, Jesus prayed, “Abba, if this cup cannot pass
me by without my drinking it, your will be done!”

Once more Jesus returned and found the disciples asleep; they could not
keep their eyes open. Jesus left them again, withdrawing a bit further and
prayed for a third time, saying the same words as for before. Finally, Jesus
returned to the disciples and said to them, “Ae you still sleeping? Still taking
your rest? The hour is upon us — the chosen one is being betrayed into the
hands of sinners. Get up! Let us be on our way! Look, my betrayer is here!”

70 While Jesus was still speaking Judas one of the Twelve arrived —
accompanied by a great crowd with swords and clubs. They had been sent by
the chief priests and elders of the people. Judas had arranged to give them a
signal, “Whomever | embrace is the one,” he had said; “take hold of him.” He
immediately went over to Jesus and said, “Shalom, Rabbi!” And embraced him

Jesus said to Judas, “Friend, just do what you're here to do!” At that
moment the crowd surrounded them and laid hands on Jesus and arrested him.

>+ They arrested Jesus and led him away, arriving at the house of the high
priest. Peter followed at a distance and sat down in the midst of those who had
kindled a fire in the courtyard and were sitting around it. One of the high
priests” attendants saw Peter sitting there at the fire, and she stared at him and
said, “This one was with Jesus, too.”

But Peter denied it. “I don’t know him!” He said.

A little while later, someone else noticed Peter and remarked, “You’re
one of them too!”

But Peter said, “No, | am not.”

About an hour later, someone else insisted, “Surely this fellow was with
them, too. He even talks like a Galilean.”

“I don’t even know what you were talking about!” Peter said.

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The Shadow of Accusation Mark 15:1-15

1> As soon as it was daybreak the chief priests, the elders and religious
scholars in the whole Sanhedrin reached a decision. They bound Jesus and led
him away, and handed him over to Pilate, who interrogated him. “Are you the
King of the Jews?” He asked.

Jesus responded, “You are the one who is saying it.”

The chief priests brought many accusations against him. Pilate
interrogated Jesus again: “Surely you have some answer? See how many
accusations they are leaving against you!” But to Pilate’s astonishment, Jesus
made no response.

Now whenever there was a festival, Pilate would release one prisoner
they asked for. There was a prisoner named Barabbas who was jailed along
with the rioters who had committed murder in the uprising. When the crowd
came to ask that Pilate honor the custom, Pilate rejoined, “Do you want me to
release for you the King of the Jews? “Pilate was aware, of course, that it was
out of jealousy that the chief priests had handed Jesus over. But the chief priests
incited the crowd to have him release Barabbas instead. Pilate again asked
them, “What am | to do with the one you call king of the Jews?”

The people shouted back, "Crucify him!
“Why?” Pilot asked. “What crime has he committed?”
But they shouted all the louder, “Crucify him!”

So Pilate, wishing to satisfy the crowd, released Barabbas to them, and,
after having Jesus scourged, handed him over to the crowd.

The Shadow of Mockery Matthew 27:27-31

721 The governor’s soldiers took Jesus inside the Praetorian and assembled the
whole cohort around him. They stripped off his clothes and wrapped him in a
scarlet military cloak. Weaving a crown out of thorns, they pressed it on his
head is stuck and stuck a reed in his right hand. Then they began to mock Jesus
by dropping to their knees, saying, “All hail, King of the Jews . They also spat
upon him. Afterwards they took hold of the reed and struck Jesus on the head.
Finally, when they had finished mocking him, they stripped him of the cloak,
dressed him in his own clothes and led him off to crucifixion.

Follow them to Pilate’s hall, view the One of life arraigned;
Crowned with thorns and mocked by all, faithfully this pain sustained;
Greater still than shame or loss; Jesus now must face the cross.

328 Two others were also led off with Jesus, criminals who were to be put to
death. When they had reached the place called The Skull, they crucified Jesus —
together with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. And Jesus said,
“Abba, forgive them. They don’t know what they are doing.” Then the soldiers
divided his garments, rolling dice for them.

The people stood there watching. The rulers, however, jeered him and
said, “He saved others, let him save himself—if he really is the Messiah of God,
the Chosen One!” The soldiers also mocked him. They served Jesus sour wine
and said, “If you are really the King of the Jews, save yourself!” There was an
inscription atop the cross, over Jesus’ head that read: “This is the king of the
Jews.” (INRI - lésus Nazarénus, Rex ladaeorum)

One of the criminals who hung there beside him insulted Jesus, saying
“Are you really the Messiah? Then save yourself — and us!”

But the other answered the first with the rebuke, “Don’t you even fear
God? We are only paying the price for what we have done, but this one has
done nothing wrong!”

Then he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your glory.”

Jesus replied, “The truth is, today you’ll be with me in paradise!”

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The Shadow of the Death Mark 15:33-39

3339 When noon came, darkness fell on the whole countryside and lasted until
about three in the afternoon. At three, Jesus cried out in a loud voice, “ Eloi,
eloi, lama sabachthani? ” which means, “My God, My God, why have you
forsaken me?” A few of the bystanders who heard it remarked, “Listen! He is
calling on Elijah!” Someone ran and soaked a sponge in sour wine and stuck it
on a reed to try to make Jesus drink, saying, “Let’s see if Elijah comes to take
him down.” Then Jesus uttered a loud cry and breathed his last. A t that
moment the curtain in the sanctuary was torn in two from top to bottom. The
centurion who stood guard over Jesus, seeing how he died, declared, “ Clearly,
this was God’s Own!”

The Shadow of Burial John 19:38-42

Solo

3842 After this, Joseph of Arimathea, a disciple of Jesus—but a secret one, for
fear of the Temple authorities—asked Pilate for permission to remove the body
of Jesus, and Pilate granted it. So, Joseph came and took it away. Nicodemus
came as well—the same one who had first come to Jesus by night—and he
brought about one hundred pounds of spices, a mixture of myrrh and aloes.
They took the body of Jesus and wrapped it with the spices in linen cloths,
according to the Jewish burial custom. There was a garden in the place where
Jesus had been crucified, and in the garden was a new tomb where no one had
ever been buried. Since it was the day before the Sabbath and the tomb was
nearby, they buried Jesus there.
