 “We hope that God’s world will become a better place, more hospitable 
to goodness, more hospitable to compassion, more hospitable to 
generosity, more hospitable to living together so we don’t have what is 
happening now between Russia and the Ukraine, or what is happening 
with ISIS, or what is happening in Kenya or Syria. They make God weep.” 

 
 The Archbishop turned to leave but then paused again as another 

journalist asked about the purpose of his trip: 
 
  “We are together just to enjoy our friendship and to talk about joy.”

We began Advent by lighting the first candle, the candle for Hope. We light it 
again today to remind us to trust in God.

“Comfort, comfort my people” to a nation anxious about invasion and exile, as 
he foretold the coming of the Prince of Peace.  

 
And today, we light the candle for Joy. 

 
The prophet Isaiah also said, “The people who walked in darkness have seen a 
great light; those who lived in a land of deep darkness—on them light has 
shined.”  

 
As we light the candle of Joy, we remember the angel’s words to the shepherds,  

 
“Do not be afraid. I am bringing you good news of great joy for all people. 

Yes, all people. May it be so.”

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Gospel Readings:  Matthew 11: 2-14 (Adapted) 

By now, John had been locked up in prison. “Are you truly the One?” John 
told his disciples to ask Jesus. 
 
Jesus told John’s disciples, “Tell John what’s going on:  

Unsighted people are seeing, 
Those who could not walk are walking, 
Illnesses are being healed, 
Those who could not hear now hear, 
Those thought dead live, 
The poor and oppressed are learning that God is on their side.”  
 

When John’s disciples left to report to John, Jesus started talking to the 
crowd about him. “What did you expect when you went out to see him in 
the wild? A prophet? Then you were right. That’s right, John is a prophet! 
Probably the best prophet you’ll ever hear. He is the prophet that another 
prophet Malachi talked about when he wrote, ‘I’m sending my prophet 
ahead of you, to make the road smooth for you.’  
 

“Let me tell you what’s going on here: No one in history is better than John 
the Baptist; but in the kindom he prepared you for, the lowliest person is 
ahead of him. That’s how amazing the kindom will be.  
 

“For a long time now, people have tried to force themselves into God’s 
kindom. But if you read the books of the Prophets and God’s Law closely, 
you will see all the books and laws finishing in the words and works of 
John, coming together in him, preparing the way for the Messiah.  
 

“He is the one you have been expecting to announce the Messiah.”
