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Remember what Jesus said to you while still in Galilee—that 

the Chosen One must be delivered into the hands of sinners and 

be crucified, and on the third day would rise again.”

When they had 

returned from the tomb, they told all these things to the Eleven 

and the others. The women were Mary of Magdala, Joanna, and 

Mary the mother of James. The other women with them also told 

the apostles, but the story seemed like nonsense and they 

refused to believe them. Peter, however, got up and ran to the 

tomb. He stooped down, but he could see nothing but the 

wrappings. So he went away, full of amazement at what had 
occurred.
